ESCAPE SAVINGS SCHEME 
 

In this time of financial restraints the      
committee would like to do all that we can 
to help you continue attending our          
activities.  For this reason we are consider-
ing starting a savings scheme for you all.  

 

Finer details will be published should this scheme 
go ahead, but it would work along the lines of : -  
 

§ ESCAPE open a bank account.  
 

§ You choose an amount and regularly pay into 
this account.  

 

§ When you need to pay for a trip or event, if you 
have sufficient funds you can then use this     
pre -paid money.   

 

§ For Example -  you pay a regular amount of £10 
a month into the savings account.  In August 
you wish to attend a trip that would cost you 
£30, you can then request that you use your 
savings to pay for it.  

 

§ At the same time as you saving money you 
would also be helping us to fundraise to as the 
interest on this account would help us fund our 
activities.  

 

§ You would be in full control of your payments 
and you can increase, decrease or stop them at 
any time.  

§ We can help you decide your regular payment 
should you wish us to.
